Woodland Terrace

Rules and Regulations 

The Board of Directors and Weston Management would like to familiarize and remind you of information concerning Woodland Terrace.  Thank you for your cooperation in helping to keep Woodland Terrace a great place to live.

VEHICLE VIOLATIONS:
All streets in Woodland Terrace are ONE WAY streets! All vehicles are required to have current license tags and registration.  Vehicles without current tags or registration will be towed at owner’s expense.  Vehicles must be operable and in good working order (no flats, no jacks or hoods up).  Boats or trailers may only be parked temporarily behind the maintenance building with permission from Weston Management.  All vehicles in violation of these rules may be tagged with a warning to either have the problem corrected or the vehicle may be towed at the owner’s expense.   Vehicles may be towed without notice for repeat violations.  The posted speed limit on all streets is 15 MPH.

PARKING: There is no assigned parking in Woodland Terrace.  Vehicles are allowed to park in paved areas only and only in the striped spaces designated for parking.   Parking or driving on the grass and in the general common grounds is prohibited.   (This includes cars, trucks and motor cycles).  Residents are requested to park facing the proper direction and to be considerate of neighbors so that they can park close to their units.  Guests are requested not to park in front of someone else’s unit.  Woodland Terrace is in the City of Columbia and is under the jurisdiction of City codes and ordinances.  Violation of City codes may result in ticketing and/or towing at the owner’s expense. 

SATELLITE DISHES: Satellite dishes may only be installed in the rear of homes, may not be attached to any portion of the building or roof and cannot extend higher than the edge of the roof line of your unit.  Only dishes 24 inches or less can be installed and only one dish per residence. Improper placement of dish may result in the removal of the dish at the owner’s expense.  

NOISE:  There is a $300 fine from the City of Columbia Police Department for violations of the noise ordinance.  All residents and visitors are requested to help keep noise levels to a moderate degree, so as not to disturb others.  (This includes car radios and home music systems.)  The non-emergency number for the City of Columbia Police Department is 252-2911.

SIGNS:  FOR SALE OR FOR RENT signs (including Realtors signs), advertisements or lettering are not allowed to be displayed in any doors or windows or posted on the grounds within the Woodland Terrace community.

FENCES:  Fences within Woodland Terrace are not to be cut, crawled under or climbed over.  At no time should trash be thrown over the fence. 

DUMPSTERS: The City of Columbia Sanitation department picks up trash on Mondays and Thursdays.  Trash dumpsters are conveniently located throughout the property.  All trash must be sealed in plastic bags and placed inside of the dumpster.  This will eliminate trash being scattered around the property.  The Sanitation truck driver WILL NOT pick up trash or furniture that is not placed by the dumpster and will not empty the container if it is blocked by furniture or vehicles.  At NO TIME should furniture be left beside, behind, in front or in the dumpster. Residents are required to remove all discarded furniture and appliances from the premises.  There is a $200 fine for leaving furniture and appliances at the dumpster.  ANY VEHICLE PARKED IN FRONT OF A DUMPSTER WILL BE TOWED WITHOUT WARNING. Goodwill, Salvation Army and AmVets all have free pick up services and there are also individuals who will pick up such items for a small removal fee.  Contractors performing services in your unit are required to haul off any construction debris, appliances, etc.

GROUNDS:
PLEASE DO NOT THROW ANY TRASH such as food, fast food containers, wrappers, bags, bottles, cans or trash of any kind in the common areas.   Trash of this nature attracts pests, is unsightly and creates problems for the landscapers.  Please pick up any trash you see and place all trash in the dumpster.  Outdoor lawn furniture is the only furniture allowed to be used in the common grounds.  No furniture, toys, tires, bicycles, coolers, lawn furniture, etc. can be left in front of your unit when not in use.  Use of grills is only allowed behind your home and must be stored behind your home when not in use.

EXTERMINATION SCHEDULE:
 Woodland Terrace Association no longer provides pest control.  If you are having a pest control problem, you should contact an exterminator of your choice.

CHILDREN:  For their safety and well being, children should not play in the streets. Take extra care and obey the speed limit signs (15 MPH).

PETS:
All residents should first check with their Leasing Agent/Landlord before acquiring a pet.  Many have specific rules and regulation.  All dog(s) should be on a leash at all times.  Dog(s) may not be tied or chained up outside at anytime.  Please cleanup after you pet(s).   All pets are required to be properly licensed by the City and all leash laws must be observed.

NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH: It is the responsibility of the residences of Woodland Terrace to report any suspicious individuals or activities.  Keep where you live a safe place.  Report any suspicious activity by calling the police 252-2911.

SAFETY TIPS: 


· Make sure smoke detectors work.

· Install smoke detectors in addition to those furnished.

· Have an escape plan.

· If you rent, buy renter’s insurance.  (more info. Check the SC Insurance News 

        Agency’s Web site at www.awod.com/scins)  

· Have a fire extinguisher and learn how to use it.

REPORTING PROBLEMS: Owners are responsible for maintenance in the interior of their unit.  If you lease, call your landlord with interior maintenance problems.  If the problem is on the exterior, please call Weston Management 254-2663, and report the problem.
